We are excited to share that the library board accepted the furniture, fixtures, and equipment 
(FF&E) proposal that was presented at a special meeting in March. 
We now move on to the next phase of the FF&E, where our interior design company will assist us 
in putting these items out for bid.  They will be out for bid for 3-4 weeks.  After that time, there will 
be a public meeting (on zoom) to open bids.  The library board will then make selections from the 
bids and we will be able to move forward with ordering, manufacturing, and delivery.  The 
manufacturing and delivery are said to take about 3-4 months to complete.

Participants will get 5 minutes to add paint to the canvas they are sitting at, and 
then…swap seats to the right again!  This will continue until everyone gets back to their own seat.  
If there are 8 participants (maximum capacity), this will take 50-60 minutes in all.  When you arrive 
back at your own seat, you will have your masterpiece that all participants have helped to create!
